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The Document of NSC37/8 and the Policy Changes of U. S. Towards Taiwan

Abstract: In order to deal with the establishment of PRC the policy of Truman administration towards Taiwan be—
gan to attach importance to the role of Chiang Kai —shek’s group to contain PRC and abandoned the idea of reali—
zing “Specialization of Formosa” by supporting the independent movement of Taiwan. As the first significant paper
concerning the policy towards PRC  the document of NSC37/8  the position of the United States with respect to Tai—
wan was drafted by the National Security Council of USA. This document shows that Truman administration has to
accept the reality that the group of Chiang Kai — shek holds Taiwan. It also indicates the collaboration of both
sides. However Americas effort to keep the division of China was influenced by Chiang Kai — shek’s maintaining
the principle of “One China”. Tt is concluded that the development of Chinese revolution is the decisive factor to
force the U. S. government to give up the support to the independent movement of Taiwan.
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
